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n  Ipé (Brazilian Walnut) Poolside Deck

One of the guys in our Friday Night Social Club just replaced his tired looking pressure
treated deck with Brazilian Walnut. Mike’s deck is 16 x 25 plus another 6-9 x 16 around
one end of his pool. 1200 lineal of 1 x 6 covered the 540 sq ft. & spanned the 16"
centers on his joists. His Ipé deck also includes 64 linear feet of 5/4x6 for two stairways,
four steps each, 60 linear feet of 1x8 for the fascia, 17 pieces of 4x4x48, 34 pieces of
2x2x96 for at least 100 32" spindles, 112 linear feet for sub rail and 56 linear feet for the
rail cap. Cost came to $6334.
Mike also wanted a hidden
fastening system- not only to
hide nails or screws, but also to
prevent all those little puddles
that rust nails and rot wood when
face nailing. He decided on the
DECKMASTER system over EB-
TYs, though similarly priced per
